· have  a C or better grade point average (or special approval)
· attend CNG regularly (at least 3 days each week/M-Th)

· have good behavior during regular school  day and at CNG
· be  motivated with a desire to learn – A “STRIVER”

· be recommended by their teacher or the school principal
Once students are accepted, they are expected to continue in CNG until graduation from the 8th grade and participate in the College Bound or Diploma to Degrees program in high school.  Students must also maintain their strong grades and good citizenship eligibility.  Parents are expected to pick up their student at the end of each program day (unless the student is authorized to walk), attend workshops, participate in the Parent Point Program and encourage their child’s success in school and CNG.
